America under the commission of Henry VII of England is the earliest-known European
exploration of coastal North America since the Norse visits to Vinland in the eleventh century.

John Hawkins was a navigator and slave trader who was Sir Francis Drake's cousin. He made
three voyages during the 1560s

Sir Francis Drake was an English explorer involved in piracy and illicit slave trading who
became the second person ever to circumnavigate the globe.
